Notice of Race 
 

Rules  This regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing and the 2010 
  MYC Sailing Instructions except as modified by the 2010 Governor’s  
  Cup Sailing Instructions. 
 
Classes Races will be held for both Spinnaker and Main and Jib divisions.  PHRF  
  Handicaps will be used.  If a boat does not have a current rating, the Race  

Committee will assign one. Jib and Main divisions will be divided into                   
racers and cruisers by the Race Committee.  The criteria being that boats                
that have a PHRF certificate will probably be in the racing division and 
the others will be in the cruisiing division 

 
Courses  Courses will be set up on Lake Michigan as specified in the Sailing  
  Instructions .  There will be a separated course for the Main and Jib  
  Division.  The race committee may move the races to Muskegon Lake  
  If Lake Michigan is not suitable.   
 
Registration Sailing instructions will be available at the time of registration, which  
  will be held on Friday September 3rd, 2010 from 4:00 pm to 9:00 pm and  

Saturday September 4th from 7:30 am until 8:45 am.  Competitors 
meeting will follow at 9:00 am with a 10:25 warning signal for the Main 
and Jib Divisions and a 11.00 am warning signal for the Spinnaker 
divisions. 

 
Food Service Saturday will include a free continental breakfast, preordered box lunches 
  @ $7.00 each and a Chicken or Steak cookout [$ TBD].  Sunday will  
  feature a continental breakfast and brats and hotdogs on the grill after  
  racing [$ TBD] 
 
Scoring The low point system [appendix A] will apply except that each yacht’s 
  Total score will be the sum of her scores for all the races.  One race will  
  Constitute a series.  Ties will be resolved according to RRSA2-3. 
 
Penalties   The one turn penalty (RRS 44.2) will apply. 
 
Prizes  The perpetual Governor’s Cup will be awarded to the overall winner in the  
  Spinnaker division.  The Lieutenant Governor’s Cup will be awarded to  
  The overall winner in the main and jib divisions.
